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Update on the Water Program
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Great strides have been made in the water program over the past couple of months. 

Gwion worked with the community during the fall to form a Water Committee in which all segments of the community are represented. The committee meets once a month discussing aspects of the water project, helping Gwion refine the design, and deciding management issues. Last week they walked part of the proposed pipeline and they are deciding the tricky issue of using six inch pipe (more expensive) versus four inch pipe (more labor intensive to install).
In January, Gwion and volunteer Chris Skrabak surveyed a large section of the proposed line. With this data, Gwion worked up a budget which Cathy will use to apply for grants to build the pipeline over the coming months. 
Introducing Safia Nelson
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Safia Nelson joined BMP in mid-December as our newest L.I.G.H.T. She was immediately thrown into the thick of things helping the NUAID doctors during their end of December medical visit. 
Safia has completed high school with an emphasis on the sciences and would like to be become a midwife or a high school teacher. As a LIGHT, she leads our Penlyne Castle After School program and helps in the Penlyne Castle clinic. In her spare time she writes short stories drawing on her imagination.

L.I.G.H.T.s are volunteers from the Hagley Gap area. They are usually young people who volunteer with BMP for a year, receiving a small stipend and a scholarship in return for their hard work. L.I.G.H.T.s work on one or more of our programs, help the Ambassadors settle into their new lives, and help make the Service Learning volunteer visits successful.
